Integrated Writing Task
Reading-Listening-Writing
Reading:

Read a short text of about 230-300 words (reading time: 3 minutes)

Test taker may take notes while reading.

Listening:

Then examinees listen to and can take notes on part of a lecture on the topic you just read about.

Writing:
(The reading passage then reappears and the following directions and question appear on the screen) 
You have 20 minutes to plan and write your response. Your response will be judged on the basis of the quality of your writing and on how well your response presents the points in the lecture and their relationship to the reading passage. Typically, an effective response will be 150 to 225 words. 

Summarize the points made in the lecture you just heard, explaining how they relate to points made in the reading.
Independent Writing Task
Read the question below. You have 30 minutes to plan, write, and revise your essay. Typically, an effective essay will contain a minimum of 300 words.
Do you agree or disagree with the following statement? 

Always telling the truth is the most important consideration in any relationship. 

Use specific reasons and examples to support your answer.
Some people believe A. Other people believe B. Which of these two positions do you prefer/agree with? Give reasons and specific details.

Strategies for TOEFL iBT Writing:

1. Take notes: as your writing materials.( Integrated)

---Identify one main idea and some major points.

2. Do not copy the reading text word by word: rephrase the ideas in different words. ( Integrated) 

3. Organization: try to include Topic Sentence, Supporting Ideas and Conclusion.

---Try to organize with an outline.

4. Contents: give specific evidences (avoid unclear information).

---Develop the essay by using reasons, examples, and detail.

5. Grammar and sentence construction:

A. Avoid wordiness and Chinese-English.

B. Basic grammar: one sentence, one main verb.

C. It takes time to write long sentences; do not make the sentences too long.

D. Use effective transitional phrases to connect the ideas. 
E. Use vocabulary accurately.

Some other tips:

In Integrated Task, your response should “look like” you are in an academic situation.

In Independent Task, you must support your opinions or choices, rather than simply list your personal preferences.
